General Education Requirements 
All students must fulfill the Carroll University Pioneer Core requirements including: 

The five Cross-Cultural Components: CCS199 Cultural Seminar, ENG170 Writing Seminar 
(ENG101 or 102 @ UWMilw - Waukesha), Cross-Cultural Development (CCD), CCS300 Cross-
Cultural Experience and CCS400 Global Perspectives Colloquium.  

The Distribution Component includes four introductory level General Education (GE1) courses, and 
one higher-level General Education 2 (GE2) course, outside of their major. See chart on page 2 for 
equivalencies. A GE2 course must be from the same discipline as one of the GE1 courses previously  
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taken (e.g., a GE1 English and a GE2 English course) or in a pre-approved cognate field. 
 
Students earning an associate of arts or an associate of arts and sciences degree from UWMilw – 
Waukesha, will have fulfilled various components of the Pioneer Core. Please consult the Carroll University 
catalog or a Carroll University Admission Counselor for details. 
 

Additional Graduation Requirements 

• Convocation Program – attendance at 2 events per year is required of all full-time students. 

• Students must earn a minimum of 128 credits, with the last 32 credits completed at Carroll. 

• Students must earn a minimum 2.0 cumulative grade point average, a minimum 2.0 Carroll University 
grade point average, and a minimum 2.0 grade point average within their major. 

• One-fourth of the major requirements must be completed at Carroll University. 

• A total of 64 credits may transfer from a two-year institution.
